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ADB AND NEDA : DEVELOPMENT PARTNER IN THE GMS JICA’S CHALLENGES ON STRENTHENING ASEAN COUNTRIES

Strategically centered in the evolving
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN)
Economic Community and the Greater Mekong
Subregion (GMS), Thailand’s overall development
prospects are robust. With its position and large
economy in ASEAN and the GMS, Thailand can play
a significant role in promoting regional cooperation
and integration besides benefitting from it. At the
same time, Thailand’s development has significant
spillover effects for neighboring countries and the
region.

In the above context, ADB has supported
Thailand’s increasing role as a regional development
partner through knowledge sharing, which is one
of the key priority areas in ADB’s recent Country
Partnership and Strategy. ADB has also collaborated
with Thailand in supporting regional cooperation
and integration through various subregional economic
programs such as ASEAN, GMS, Indonesia-Malaysia
-Thailand for Growth Triangle (IMT-GT), and the Bay
of Bengal Initiative on Multi-Sectoral Technical and
Economic Cooperation (BIMSTEQ).

Since NEDA was newly established in May
2005 as a key mechanism of the Thai Government
to extend Thailand’s economic development
cooperation to its neighboring countries, ADB has
been providing technical assistances to enhance
NEDA’s capacity building in operation systems and
procedures, human resource development and
training, and information and communication
technology.

During the past 10
years, NEDA has
increased its role
and demonstrated a
strong commitment
in developing the
subregion, particularly
the GMS through
various financing and
technical assistances. -q4L :
As one of the major r
development partners in the subregion, NEDA has
joined ADB and other partners in a great deal of forums
to share its knowledge and development plans for
aids effectiveness and efficiency.

To strengthen partnership between the two
organizations, ADB and NEDA has been talking on a
partnership arrangement where a broad framework
for joint cooperation in some potential areas in
Thailand’sneighboring countries be stipulated.
Under such a renewed arrangement, we are hoping
that ADB and NEDA can complement each other
in proving financial and technical assistances in
infrastructure linkages, energy, cross-border economic
zone developments, and urban developments for
the subregion.

ADB ensures its continued partnership with
NEDA and strongly believes that the collaboration
between the two organizations would significantly
contribute to the region’s development as a whole.

Utilizing Thai knowledge, Thai-Japanese long-term
cooperation experience, and Japanese technologies,
as well as collaborating continuously with NEDA, Thailand’s
international development aid agency, are very important
in supporting the strengthening of ASEAN countries.

Looking back, the Year 2014 marked the 60th
anniversary of Japan’s international cooperation and
official development assistance (ODA). Japanese ODA
implementation by JICA has brought about beneficial
impacts for developing countries and regions around the
world, by building long-term and mutually beneficial
relationships between Japan and partner countries.
JICA has built a relationship of mutual trust with Thailand,
our true partner country for development since 1954.
Thailand is the second largest of Japan’s bilateral
recipients for technical cooperation, the sixth largest
of Japan’s yen loan recipients, and the tenth largest
of Japan’s bilateral grant aid recipients. Until 2013, JICA
has contributed the following assistances to Thailand for
human resource, social, and infrastructure development.

JICA’s policy for development activities and
initiatives in Thailand and ASEAN countries

Thailand has joined the ranks of upper-middle income
countries, with a GNI per capita of US$ 5,370 in 2013.
For Thailand to achieve such sustainable social and
economic development, and to proceed toward a more
sophisticated developed country, there are many issues
that need to be addressed: environmental problems
and climate change, industrial competitiveness, measures
for an aging population, and assistance for socially
vulnerable people. In addition, it is very important for
JICA to utilize Japanese knowledge and experience to
support the strengthening of ASEAN connectivity, and
to narrow the development gap among member
countries of ASEAN.

Thailand: JICA is providing cooperation to Thailand
in three priority areas: (1) ensuring sustainable development
of the economy and coping with a maturing society, (2)
dealing with issues common to ASEAN countries, and (3)
promoting cooperation toward countries outside the
ASEAN region.

ASEAN countries: In order that ASEAN member
countries may develop into the ASEAN Community, it is
firstly necessary to strengthen connectivity within ASEAN,
between ASEAN and Japan, and between ASEAN and
the world, both in hard and soft aspects. To promote

ASEAN connectivity, JICA is
involved in the policy and
master planning stages as
well as providing individual
cooperation for projects
which aim at infrastructure
or institutional development,
such as improving the
investment climate, the
legal system, and other
fundamentals. JICA also
provides assistance necessary
to promote PPP projects
and supports privately funded development, as well as
assisting in reinforcing foundations for private sector
activities through various partnership programs with the
private sector. Secondly, in order that the development
gap in ASEAN may be narrowed, JICA is conducting various
trilateral cooperation programs for human resource
development in ASEAN, collaborating with Thai institutes,
and utilizing Thai knowledge and Thai-Japanese
cooperation experience from the past as well as Japanese
technologies. This is because JICA realizes that narrowing
the development gap and reducing disparities are very
necessary for this region to achieve sustainable growth
in the future.

Enhancing development partnerships with NEDA

Thailand has already started providing technical and
financial assistance to other developing countries through
TICA and NEDA. Focusing on the long NEDA-JICA relationship,
JICA dispatched a Japanese expert to NEDA to support
NEDA’s staff in setting up its organizational system as
an international development aid agency. In addition,
JICA has also enhanced our partnerships with other
development finance organizations in Asia, including NEDA,
by arranging an annual joint seminar. JICA wishes to
continue collaborating with NEDA in supporting other
developing countries, particularly Myanmar and Lao PDR,,
by making effective use of our accumulated knowledge
based on best practices and lessons learned from our
past cooperation in various sectors, and of our close
relationships with Thai organizations and the network of
Japanese organizations that JICA has so far. The possible
areas of cooperation between NEDA and JICA might
include co-financing for appropriate loan project(s) and
providing technical cooperation to Myanmar and Lao PDR.
as well as providing, in Thailand, training programs in
specific areas of interest for developing countries aiming
for human resource development, particularly in roads,
railways, and water supply. In conclusion, JICA is thus
committed to continuing collaboration with Thailand,
our true partner in the sustainable development of this
region. The mission of our strategic partnership is promoting
connectivity, generating mutual benefits, and contributing
to regional development in all its forms.
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
